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1. What are benefits in association to the scriptures?

Answer:  Benefits is defined by 2 different words in the scriptures:

(a) Tagmuwl (Hebrew): act of grace, bestowment

(b) Gamal (Hebrew):  to deal out to, do to, repay or recompense

2. When does GOD entitle HIS children or believers to HIS benefits?
Answer:  When one reads Psalms 68:19, GOD entitles HIS children to receive HIS benefits on a daily basis.  Note HIS benefits are so many that they become a load or burden to bear for the recipient.

3. Are believers accountable for the benefits of GOD?

Answer:  When one reads Psalms 103:2, one will clearly understand that believers are accountable for their benefits due to the fact that they are instructed not to forget them.

4. What are the benefits of GOD that a believer is called to recognize and remember?

Answer:

(a) HE forgiveth all iniquities (Avon: guilt or mischief act). (Ps. 103:3)
(b) HE healeth (Rapha: make healthy) all of our diseases (Tachaluw: sickness). (Ps. 103:3)

(c) HE redeemeth (Gaal: pay ransom as a kinsman) thy life from destruction (Shachath: pit or grave). (Ps. 103:4)

(d) HE crowns (Atar: surround) us with lovingkindness (Checed: kindness, faithfulness) and tender mercies (Racham: compassion). (Ps. 103:4)

(e) HE renews our youth by satisfying (Saba: enrich) our mouth with good (Towb: agreeable) things. (Ps. 103:5)
(f) HE executeth  (Asah: accomplish, make or establish) righteousness (Tsadaqah: justification) and judgment (Mishpat: justice) for the oppressed (Ashaq: crushed or violated). (Ps. 103:6)

(g) HE is merciful (Rachuwm: compassionate) and gracious (Channuwn: show favor). (Ps. 103:8)

(h) HE is slow (Arek: patient) to anger (Aph: countenance of face) and plenteous (Rab: much or great) in mercy (Checed: kindness). (Ps. 103:8, 17; Ps. 116:5)

(i) HE hath not dealt (Asah: make, fashion or take action) with us after our sins (Chet: guilt for sin). (Ps. 103:10)

(j) HE hath not rewarded (Gamal: repay or deal fully with) us according to our iniquities (Avon: perversity, physical fault). (Ps. 103: 10)

(k) HE hath removed (Rachaq; made distant) our transgressions (Pesha: rebellion) from us. (Ps. 103:12)

(l) HE pitieth (Racham: compassion) those that fear (Yare: reverent) HIM. (Ps. 103:13)

(m) HE is gracious. (Ps. 116:5)

(n) HE preserveth (Shamar: to keep, guard, protect) the simple (Pathiy: foolish, open-minded). (Ps. 116:6)

(o) HE deals with us bountifully (Gamal: with repayment). (Ps. 116:7)
(p) HE delivers (Chalats: to be equiped or armed) our soul (Nephesh) from death (Maveth). (Ps. 116:8)

(q) HE delivers our eyes from tears (Dimah: weeping). (Ps. 116:8)

(r) HE delivers our feet from falling (Dachiy: stumbling). (Ps. 116:8)

Revelatory note is that one must understand that our benefits are a reaction by GOD to our actions for HIM.  In some cases however, they become an action by GOD in order to get a reaction by us that will be according to HIS Will.  Note however that HIS will is the main equation to the manifestation of HIS benefits in our lives.

5. What is the believer called to do for receiving GOD’s benefits?

(a) Bless the LORD those that do HIS pleasures. (Ps. 103:21)

(b) Bless the LORD in all places. (Ps. 103:22)

(c) Bless the LORD O my soul. (Ps. 103:22)

(d) Take the cup of salvation and call upon the name of the LORD. (Ps. 116:13)

(e) Pay ones vows to the LORD in the presence of HIS people. (Ps. 116:14, 18)

(f) Offer to HIM the sacrifice of thanksgiving. (Ps. 116:17)

(g) Call upon the name of the LORD (Ps. 116:17)

(h) Praise the LORD in the courts of HIS house and in the midst of HIS presence. (Ps. 116:19)
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
