WORSHIP

John 4:19-24

What is worship?

Worship (definitions):
Proskuneo (Greek) = to kiss the hand in token of reverence, to get prostrate or give homage or make obeisance, to express respect or to make supplication, to fall on the knees and touch the ground with the forehead.

Shachah (Hebrew) = to bow down

What is worship really about?

Revelatory points: it is the way we recognize and reverence the presence of GOD who we acknowledge is greater than us.

Worship is a position for hearing GOD. Jer. 26:2;

Know that worship is about a position and not necessarily an action (such as providing service). Jer. 16:11; 22:9; 25:6

How is worship different from praise?

Praise (definitions):

Yadah (Hebrew): to hold out hands, throw something, give thanks or to confess. Gen. 29:35; Ex. 15:11; Deut. 26:19

Ainesis (Greek):  the act of offering up of thanks. Heb. 13:15
Revelatory point: Praise is to offer up words of thanks while lifting one’s hands

How is worship different from prayer or are they different?

Prayer (definitions):

Taphillah (Hebrew):  hymn, mediate, intercede, judge (officially or mentally), make supplication. 2 Kin. 19:4; 2 Kin. 20:5

Proseuche/Proseuchomai(Greek); oratory worship.  Matt.21:22; Mark 9:29

Revelatory point: Prayer is an oratory version of worship and is also expressed through song.  It is also a place to judge things spiritually.

How should I worship?

-Bow one’s head (humble one’s state of knowing) to truly worship GOD. Gen. 24:26, 48; Exodus 4:31; 12:27; 34:8

-Bow one’s body to the earth (reminder of where one came from). Gen. 24:52

Who should I worship?
The Father and Christ. Rev. 5:14; 7:11

When applying worship to my life, what are points I must remember to make it effective?

-Recognize your prophet to assist you with dealing with your issues when identifying your place of worship or the place of worship you need to be. John 4:19

-Your place of worship is significant due to the fact that it can either bless you or curse you. John 4:20-21

-Know what you worship for. John 4:22
-Recognize that there is be a time to come for real worship.  John 4:23

- Worshiping requires
 it to be done in (Greek: with, or instrumentally by) spirit (Pneuma: essence, character, desire) and truth (Aletheia: reality, certainly, facts).  (both must be together). John 4:23 
- Know that some can worship in the spirit but not in truth.

-Know that some can worship in truth but not in spirit.
